However, after the deaths of his wife and children during 
the flu pandemic of 1918, the study of reincarnation became 
the focus of Dr. Strickland’s life. He used his family fortune 
to create the Society, and he housed the organization in his 
own mansion opposite Gramercy Park in Manhattan.

One of the only private clubs in 1920s Manhattan to boast 
members of both sexes and all races and religions, the Ouro-

boros Society was open 
to anyone who believed 
he or she had led mul-
tiple lives. Today, we’ve 
learned how to weed out 
pretenders, but August 
Strickland’s Society was 
a ragtag bunch. 
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There were members who 
were merely interested in the 
subject of reincarnation, and 
there were those who pos-
sessed great talents that had 
accumulated over dozens of 
lives.
